Maths

about telling the time and mass 

or weight.  

Science 

We will learn about four of the 
main habitats in Africa and 
some of the animals which 
are suited to each habitat. 

We will learn about the 
structures of plants and their 

habitats. We will be thinking 
about whether something is 

alive, dead or has never 
been alive.
