Key Vocabulary  

Forest – A large area filled with many 

trees and other plants.  

Rainforest – A highly built-up forest, 

usually found in tropical areas with high 

rainfall. 

Deforestation – The clearing or cutting 

down of forests.  

Equator – An imaginary line that divides 

the earth into two halves.  

Climate – The average measurements of 

temperature, wind, humidity, snow and rain 

in a place over the course of years.  

Vegetation – The plant life that covers a 

certain area. 

Humid – When the air is very damp, moist 

and hot. The climate of a rainforest is very 

humid. 

Habitat – A place where an animal lives. 

Micro-habitat – A very small part of a 

larger habitat for extremely small 

creatures.   

Evergreen – A plant that has leaves that 

stay green throughout the year. 

Deciduous – A plant that loses its leaves, 

usually in Autumn.
