We provide wraparound before
and after school care for children
who attend Eling Infant School
and Nursery. The club runs from
the school site utilising the
dining hall, and attached
outdoor areas and rooms. Our
school staff run the sessions and

will be familiar to your children.
Our provision is safe, stimulating

and the children enjoy attending and
look forward to their time in club. We
provide a friendly, personal service in
order for parents to be able to go about their
busy daily lives.

Mornings

We have an early drop off option where children can be dropped at 7.30am.
Breakfast Penguins runs between 7.45am and 8.20am and children can be
dropped at any point between these times and will be provided with a
healthy breakfast. Drop and stop is available from 8.20am until school starts,
this option does not include breakfast. Children will be taken to their
classrooms ready for the start of the school day.

After School

After school Penguins starts at 3pm and the children will be collected from
their classroom, before being taken to the club hall. Sessions
run till either 4pm, 5pm or 6pm.

Booking in advance is essential. A snack tea will be
offered at 4:30pm for those children who are attending a
2 or 3 hour session, this meal is included in the cost of
the session and copies of our menu are available on the
website. Medically confirmed dietary requirements can be
catered for.

We are really proud of our Penguins staff. They are level 3 qualified in child
care and have an excellent understanding of child development. Our staff
are Paediatric First Aid trained and have a full DBS certificate. They also
have training in Food Handling. All of our staff work within school as well as
club and this means that they have good knowledge of the children and are
able to meet their individual needs and interests. Due to the sharing of staff
we have a shared vision for the children and the same high expectations
around behaviour are expected and adhered to. Staff are friendly, fun and
welcoming.
